The company is 
a specialist in container-
based product delivery, 
and can therefore ensure 
fully secure order deliv-
ery anywhere throughout 
the world.

It goes without saying 
that Neptun Srl is proud 
to have been a supplier of 
straight-line edgers and 
washing machines to this 
successful company for 

years. In particular, Nep-
tun just installed in ROG  
a variable angle edger 
with 14 wheels model 
ROCK 14-45 and an LV 
EVO vertical washing 
machine. The choice of 
Neptun for Riou Glass 

was quite simple - given 
the other machines that 
have been in operation 
with full satisfaction, for 
some time in the group’s 
companies. The ROCK 
will be intended for 
grinding large plates for 

the architectural market, 
but given the high qual-
ity of the polish it will 
also serve interior and 
furniture. The washing 
machine is configured 
to be placed in line with 
the edger but serves a 
large part of the com-
pany’s production. This 
is an intermediate model, 
completely automatic 
and managed by PLC 
which can wash glass 
up to a thickness of 30 
mm. Both machines are 
equipped with a remote 
assistance module, use-
ful for rapid diagnostics 
of any faults. Being com-
mitted to maintaining 
the trust of Rious Glass 
and continuing to par-
ticipate in the growth of 
such a dynamic group, 
Neptun was also a proud 
sponsor of the inaugura-
tion ceremony.
